Definitions

The Home Institution shall propose to the Host Institutions students in appropriate academic standing, who shall have successfully completed no less than one year of study in their current degree program at the Home Institution prior to commencing studies at the Host Institution.

Students shall demonstrate sufficient knowledge of the language appropriate to carry out their studies at the Host Institution.

Each student will pay tuition and standard fees only to the Home Institution. However, students will be expected to pay for any additional fees associated with obtaining study visas, health insurance and other requirements necessary for the exchange. 

Each Institution is responsible for determining a mechanism for approval of credit transfer and for ensuring students receive clear advice and appropriate credit.

While on exchange, the students shall have the same rights and privileges as all other students at the Host Institution and shall be subject to, and comply with, the University policies and procedures.

ARTICLE 4

Other Forms of Collaboration
